Contractor Responsibility:

1. Trapping, removal and disposal of nuisance beaver and muskrat on state and county roads.

2. Removal of dams, cleaning culverts, providing, and installing culvert inserts, grates or fence as needed.

3. Responsible for securing permits on private land as needed.

4. Shall provide liability insurance naming the Road Commission for Crawford County and their agents as additional insured with policy limits of $500,000 for property damage or personal injury for each occurrence. Contractor shall also provide the Road Commission for Crawford County with proof of worker’s compensation insurance for contractor’s employees.

5. Shall provide the Road Commission with a monthly activity report of animals and dams that have been removed.

6. Shall contact the Road Commission personnel regarding locations which contractor is or is requesting to work.

7. Quote shall be for a one- (1) year period; term length may be extended provided contractor honors the price as per bid for the time extension.

Road Commission Responsibilities:

1. Crawford County Road Commission will provide a MDNR blanket permit for road right-of-way.

2. Road Commission personnel will contact the contractor on an as needed basis.

3. Road Commission shall pay on either BI-weekly or a monthly basis.
